Awana Leader's Job Description
Qualifications:
1. A saved person with a consistent Christian testimony and
godly walk.
2. A person with a burden and a vision that many boys and
girls will trust Christ as Savior and become established in the
Christian faith.
3. A person with a youthful attitude.
4. A person who is patient, gentle and humble.
5. A person who loves God's Word and is willing to memorize
it.
Standards:
1. Be on time and in uniform for every meeting.   Contact your
Director if you cannot come.
2. Attend all leaders' meetings.
3. Contact all absentees and visitors the week following the
occasion (by phone, card or personal visit).
4. Visit each of your clubbers home at least once in the year.
5. Attend all the special activities of Awana.
6. Seek the salvation and/or spiritual growth of your clubbers.
7. Attend the Fall Leadership Conference or other training
provided by the Commander.
8. Pray for each of your clubbers every week.
9. Directors pray for leaders every week
10. Commander pray for directors every week
Duties:
Before the Meeting:
1. Be early for each club meeting (at least 1 0 minutes).
2. Personally fellowship with your clubbers before club.
3. Help with the control of the clubbers before club starts.
Flag Ceremony:
1. Be first to get on the line and get the clubbers on the line and quiet.
2. Be an example for the clubbers around you.
3. Take care of the clubbers who are not paying attention
during the flag ceremony.
Game Time:
1. Do not stay off to the side with other leaders.
2. Join in the games either as a line leader or line helper.
3. Help control the clubbers during game time.
Handbook Time:
1. Assemble your clubbers in an organized way.
2. Maintain discipline during this time by keeping the
clubbers quiet and monitoring the bathroom and drink
trips.
3. Fill out the information on the record sheets.
4. Listen to the sections of the clubbers that have come
prepared to recite them.   Use the remaining time to
help the clubbers that have come unprepared.
5. Do not give more than 2 helps per section and the
section must be said all at once to receive credit.
6. Encourage Bible memory by helping the clubbers and
calling them  during  the week to  remind them  to
prepare.
7. Keep an accurate record of the clubbers achievements
on the record sheets.
8. Take a special interest in each of your clubbers during
this time.
Council Time:
1. Sit with your clubbers, not with other leaders in the
back.
2. Join the singing and other activities.
3. Be an example to the clubbers during this time.
4. Help out whenever you' can with the discipline of the
clubbers.
5. Be ready to counsel a clubber who responds to the
invitation.
Remember that your main responsibility is to the clubbers that you are assigned for handbook time. They want and need your help. Stay with them and be an example and an encouragement to them
